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DESCRIPTION

Your Hallicrafters Model 5-80, the "De-
fender”, is a super-sensitive, four tube batiery
operated radio specially designed for use in
rurzl and remote areas where commercial
power is not avallable. It covers both the stand-
ard broadeast band and the 8§ to 18 megacycle
shortwave range thus assuring 24 howr recsp-
tion even in weak signal areas where the broad-
cast band "blacks-out™ in daytime,

The recelver is designed to operaie from
any siandard 13 volt "A®™ ~ 90 volt "B™ heavy
duty battery pack such as listed below under
BATTERY INSTALLATION, These batleries
will provide gver 1,000 hours or approximately
one yvear of service and will fit inside the rear
of the cabinet, A special feature is the battery
saver switch, a slide switch located on the
chassis which will provide approximately 50
hours of additional battery operation at the
nermal end life of the battery.

Operation of the receiver In metropclitan
areas from commercial power is easily possible
by the use of a moderate cost power converter
such as Perma Power Model A or Sears "Power
Shiffer™. Such a unit equips the receiver for
110-120 volt, 50 or 80 cycle AC operation.

The tuning dial is of the slide rule type with separate dial scales for both the standard broadeast and shortwave
bands. Major foreign cities are clearly indicated on the shortwave portion of the dizl io facilitate funing. Shoriwave
services covered by this receiver include the following internalional shortwave bands: 5.9 to 8.2 MC, 8.5 to 9.7 MC,

11.7 t0 11.9 MC, 15.1 to 15,45 MC and 17.7 to 17.% MC,

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

BATTERY INSTALLATION

1. The recelver is designed to operate from any one of the following combination %0 and 1% volt farm battery
packs: Sears 06308, Wards 51, Burgess 1TGD80, RCA VS0 93, Genersl §0DL~11L, Eveready 748, Ray~0-Vac

AB~B2, Bond 0528 or Ensign AB48.

%, Place the battery pack into the comparimeni provided in the vear of the cabinet and insert the BATTERY
CABLE PLUG {see Fig. 3) into the receptacle located on the hattery.

3. Seithe BATTERY SAVER SWITCH on the top right of the chassis to the NEW POSITION. {8ee Fig. 3.} This
switch should be set at NEW whenever a new battery pack is installed.

NOTE: Maximum battery life will be obtained if the receiver iz operaied intermiliently, i.e., for short periocds

of time, instead of continuously for prolonged periods.

4.  When the volume of siations decreases noticeably due ic the baitery approaching the end of its normal operat-

ing life, set the BATTERY SAVER SWITCH at USED.

5. When reception becomes weak even with the BATTERY SAVER SWITCH at USED, replace the baltery pack.

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AMNTENNA INSTALLATION

Two leads have been provided at the top left of the chassis for anlenna and ground conmections. A satisfactory
antenna in most cases is 30 to 60 feet of wire connected to the green lead and run aboul the room in any convenient
manner. A good ground connection is required when this fype of antenna is employed. For best results, an ouigide
anfenna should be used.

SINGLE WIRE ANTENNA

1. Construct the antenna as shown in Fig. 1 and connect *if io the green lead localed on the top left of the
chassis. {See Fig, 3.)

Z. Erect the antenna as high as possible and free from surrounding objects.

3. Use an Underwriters approved lightning arrester designed for single lead~in at the point where the lead-in
enters the house. .

4. Connect the black lead located at the top left of the chassis to a cold water pipe or other good ground such
as a six foot ground rod driven into moist soil.

¥or shortwave reception, a doublet antenna with a 300 ohm ribbon type transmission line is recommended. The doublet
antenna, when properly constructed and installed, will provide excellent world-wide shoriwave reception as well as
standard broadcast reception,

DOUBLET ANTENNA

1. Construct the antenna as shown in Fig. 2. Note that the antenna is 194 feet long each side of center, the two
sections being insulated from one another.

2. Use a length of 300 ohm ribbon type transmission line, commonly called twin-lead, as the lead-in from the
antenna to the receiver., Comnect one end of the transmission line to the two 193 foot antenna sections and
the other end to the black and green leads located af the top left of the chassis.

3. Use an Underwriters approved lightning arrester designed for twin-lead at the point where the lead-in
enters the house,

4, No ground connection is required with the doubiet antenna,

TUNING DiaL

1. The standard broadcast band is calibrated in kilocyeles with a zero deleted for convenience. To convert the
dial reading to the station freguency in kilocycles, add one zero.

2. The shortwave band is calibrated directly in megacycles.

STANDARD BROADCAST AND SHORT WAVE RECEPTION

1. Set the SHORTWAVE-BROADCAST conirol knob to BROADCAST for standard broadcast reception or to
SHORTWAYVE for shortwave reception.

Z.  Turn the receiver ON by rotating the VOLUME control knob clockwise. Turn this control to a well advanced
position and reset it for the desired volume after a station has been tuned in.

3. Tune in the desired station by turning the TUNING CONTROL knob slowly until the dial poiater indicates the
station frequency.

4, Readjust the VOLUME control for the desired volume.

5. To turn the receiver OFF, turn the VOLUME control knob counterclockwise until a click is heard,
