Your new Hallicrafters model 5-1086 has been espe-
eiglly designed to meet the amateur requirement for a
highly sensitive communications recelver covering the
siz meter band (60 me to 534 mc). The single band
coverage design has permitted the use of componentis
and circuitry ithat give optimum results in this fre-
QUEenCY TAREE.

Seventubes and one selenium rectifier are employved
inthe latest type superheterodyne circuit. The recelv-
er will operate from any standardpower source Supply-
ing105t0 120 volis ACor DC. Low power consumption
makes the 5-106 easily adaptable to mobile operation
by use of a pewer converier {see listing below).

Many of Hallicrafters famous guailty and operating
convenience features have beenincluded on this receiv~
er. Anr-f stageisprovidedfor top sensitivity. Head-
phone or built in speaker operation may be selected by
means of a switch located on the rear of the chassis.
An effective automatic noise limifer circuit may be
switched in to aid in receiving those ‘“‘hard to read
signals’'. The dial calibration spreads the six meter
band over a wide range so that separafe bandspread

controls are not needed. A front panel standby switch
provides {or convenient operation when used in connec-
tion with a radio transmitter.

UNPACKING - After unpacking the receiver, examine
it closely for damage which may have occurred in
transit. Should any sign of damage be apparent, file a
claim immediately with the carrier stating the extent
of damage. Carefully checkall shippinglabels and tags
for instructions before removing or destroying them.

LOCATION - The receiver is equipped with rubber
feet for table or shelf mounting. When locating the
receiver, avoid excessively warm locations such as
those near radiators: and heating vents. Allow at least
an inch of clearance between the back of the receiver
and the wall for proper ventilation.

POWER SOURCE - Th’éreéeiver is designed to oper-
ate on 105 to 125 volf AC or DC current. If in doubt
about your power source, contact your local power
company before plugging in the receiver. The power
consumption of the receiver is 40 watts.

Mobile operation is possible by the use of a 6-volt
DC to 110-volt AC power converter such as Cornell
Dubilier Model 6R13, American Television and Radio
Mode!l 6-RSD, or Terado Model §-51160. Such units
equip the receiver for operation from 6-voit battery
sources normally found in automobiles, trucks, etc.

HEADPHONES - A itwin Lip iack marked ‘‘Phones”’
is provided at the rear of the receiver for connecting
headphones or a hearing aid. The headpiione output
impedance is not critical and any commercial head-
phones may be used, including crystal types since no
direct current flows in the headphone circuif. For
maximum headphone output, the use of low-impedance

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headphones ranging from 30 to 3000 ohms is recom-
mended. For headphone operation, set the Speaker-
Phones selector switch al the rear of the receiver at
“Phones’.

REMOTE STANDBY -RECEIVE TERMINALS -
The twolerminals {see figure 2)are connected directly
aeross the STANDBY-RECEIVE swilch, A remote
Standby-Receive switchmay be connecied 1o these fer-
minals or connection may be made io provide for trans-
mitter switching Irom the front panel of the recelver.

ANTENNAS

CONNEQCTIONS - The antenna terminal strip is lo-
cated onthe cabinet back for convenience in connecting
single wireor balanced type antennas using 300 ohm twin
lead. Acoaxialeconnector {inparallel withthe terminal
sirip}is also provided for use with unbalanced antennas
using coax lead in {80 to 72 ohma).

RECOMMENDED ANTENNATYPES - The r={input of
the receiveris designed to operale from a single wire
whip or doublet antenna. A single wire about two feet
in length comnected fo terminal ‘4% will give satis-
factory resulls af many locations. Reception may be
improved by connecling terminal ““G" to a cold water
pipe or other external ground.

A simpie {olded dipole antennathat will give excellent
results inthe frequency range covered by thig receiver
isillustiratedinfigure 3. Thistypeof antenna is direc-
tional and should ke positioned so thal its entire length
facesthedesired directionfor maximum signal pick up.

For further information concerning antennas refer
to the “‘Radio Amateurs Handbook’ or the ““ARRL
Antenna Handbook’, both published by the American
Radic Relay League, West Hartford, Coan.

OPERATION

{Function and Uae of Controls)

QFF-VOLUME - Used to conirol the volume and to
turn the receiver on and off. Allow about one minute
for the tubes to reach operating temperature after turn-
ing the set on.

NOTE

If the receiver fails to operate on DC, reverse
the power plug to obtain the proper polarity.

TUNING ~ Used to iune in the desired signal. The
dial is calibrated directly in megacycles. A special
logging scale is included for accurately logging and
relocating stations of special interest.

RECEIVE - STANDBY - Set to “RECEIVE” during
receiver operation. Whenset to ““STANDBY’’ the output

of the receiver will be silenced but the tube filaments
wiliremain on thereby maintaining the receiver ready
for instant operation.

ANL SWITCH -~ This control should normally be set
at “OFF"”, If severe electrical disturbances such as
ignition noise or other pulse-type signals interfere with
reception set this control to ““ON’’ to place the auto-
matic noise limiter circuit in operation.

SPEAKER - PHONES SWITCH - {Located on the
rear of the chassis.) Set this control to “SPEAKER”’
to operate the built in speaker or to “PHONES" for
Headphone operation.
