UNPACKING = Check all shipping labels and tags for instructions before removing or desiroying them.

LOCATION - The receiver is eguipped with rubber feet for table top or shel¥ mounting. When lpcating the receiver,
avoid excessively warm locations near radiators, hot air outleis, elc. Ventilation openings have been provided in the
top and back of the cabinet. Care should be taken not to aliow these holes o be covered or veniilation impeded in
any way.

POWER SOURCE - The receiver is designed to operate from 50/80 cycle 105-128 voli alternating currest {AC) or
105-125 volt direct current {DC). The power consumption is 30 watts. ¥ in doubt abouw 'fy_{;}_z_r_ power supply, call your
power company before plugging in the receiver. A wrong power supply may cauge damaps the receiver,

The oulside antenns miz¥ be either z vertical
wiip or 2 veritical doublet, A doublet antennd riay Be easily.consiructed from standard 300 ohmy twin-lead TV trans-
mission line as shown in Fig, 1. Commercial whip anfennas such as those made by Master Moblle Mounts Inc. and
oo Ward Products Corp, are suitable for both ouidoor ang: iohile use and are available from most radio supply fiouses,

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

To operate the receiver, perform the following simple steps:

1, Turn the receiver on by rotating the VOLUME control knob o the right. Allow aboul one minute for warm up.
1f the receiver {ails to operate on DC, reverse the power plug at the wall outlst 1o obizin proper polarity.

2. Turn the VOLUME control knob to a well advanced position. This conirol will have to be reset for the desired
volume level giter a siation has been tuned in,

3. Tune in the desired station by rolating the TUNING conirol knob slowly until the dial pointer indicaies the
siation frequency. After the siziion is located, the pointer should be moved back and f6rth until the point of

loudest and clearsest reception is found.

4. Readjusi the YOLUME contrel knob for the desired volume.

5. To turn ihe receiver off, turn the VOLUME control knob to the left until a olick is heard,
