circuit across the original part and turn the set on. Same problem. That 
leaves only one other possibility, since the voltages were correct, the screen 
bypass capacitor. It’s a much different value. Get up again, walk over to the 
parts stock, select the part needed, return to the bench and install it for test. 
Problem corrected. Now you can install permanently the correct value capac­
itor and wrap the set up. Before you are finished with the job, however, you 
must return to stock the part not used. Get up again, return the part to the 
correct place in your stock, and walk back to the bench. If you are part of a 
larger organization that requires requisitions from the stockroom to get the 
parts you need the problem of time and steps is compounded many times.

bench. Doing it the old-fashioned way we have two trips to the stockroom 
invested in the set by this time. We don’t have any unused parts to take 
back either when we use the Substitutor. The only trip you have is the one to 
obtain the correct part for replacement purposes and you have the set repaired. 
This is certainly a lot easier on the legs than jumping up and running across 
the room everytime you need a substitute part. The RC167 “The Substitutor” 
is the greatest leg saver you can own.

How Can The Leg Saver Pay For Itself?

The Leg Saver will pay for itself in time saved and the increased service effi­
ciency it provides.

Let’s look at the example we just used to show how it can really pay, far 
more than you would expect at first glance. We will first relate the trips to the 
stockroom on the basis of time, and the total time involved in the trouble­
shooting from the point of isolating the problem. If you must get up and 
find a substitute part each time you need one, you will find that you spend 
quite a bit of time away from the bench, essentially accomplishing nothing.

We will say, for the sake of some basis for discussion, that the parts stock is 15 
feet from the bench. Each time you make the trip, search through even well 
marked parts inventory, return to the bench and make the part connections to 
the circuit, you have spent at least a couple of minutes to make each trip. In 
the case of our example, three trips to the stock room were made, two for 
parts and one to take an unused part back. This adds up to six minutes for 
just one job. Multiply this by the number of sets worked on during a day, 
lets say just 8—one an hour, and you have spent 48 minutes just going after 
parts in one day! In a week you have wasted over 4 hours time. Equating 
this to actual dollars and cents, based on a technicians wage of only 4.00 per 
hour, running after parts has cost you $16.00 for that week.

Why The Surge Protector?
The Surge Protector is included to prevent the arcing or healing of electrolytics 
which so often occurs when making substitutions with these parts.

The RC167, like its caddy counterpart, the RC24, includes electrolytics for 
in-circuit substitution during troubleshooting. The only real problem that 
you can encounter when substituting electrolytics is caused by the large cur­
rent surge which occurs when the substitute electrolytic charges. This surge 
current is large enough to cause a large arc when the electrolytic is connected 
to a ‘live’ circuit.

This arc presents a hazard to the technician, not because he will experience an 
electrical shock, but because of the startling effect of the arc and loud snap. 
The leads may be shifted to another point of low potential by the reaction, 
causing circuit damage and greater problems than you started with. In addi­
tion, the sudden surge of current can temporarily heal a defective electrolytic 
in circuit. This you have probably experienced before. You make the conne­
ction across an electrolytic trying to chase down a hum problem. As soon as 
you make your connection, the hum disappears. You decide that the capac­
itor you were substituting is the bad one. You remove the leads of the sub­
stitute and no hum. Now what has happened? The problem seems to have 
cured itself. What has taken place is that the high current surge caused by the 
charge of the substitute capacitor has temporarily healed, or welded, the 
defective electrolytic. The big question now is which one was healed. It 
could be any electrolytic affected by the current surge, including the one you 
were connected across. You are to a point of guessing which part is bad or 
waiting for the trouble to reoccur, which may take days. Again you have a 
greater problem after making the substitution than when you started.

The Surge Protector prevents these situations from happening. The patent 
pending Surge Protector employed in Sencore substitutors places a surge limit­
ing resistor in series with the electrolytic being used as a substitute to elimi­
nate the damaging surge of current. After the capacitor has been charged, the 
resistor is removed from the circuit to prevent interference with the test. The 
Surge Protector functions as follows:

What's The Overload Indicator For?
The Overload Indicator is an exclusive Sencore feature to help prevent acciden­
tal overload of the low voltage electrolytics.

High value, low voltage electrolytics have never been included in a substitution 
unit before because of the possibility of component and circuit damage resul­
ting from accidental overloads. If the low voltage electrolytics are connected 
directly to a point of high B+ voltage, they can possibly explode, causing 
serious injury to the technician. Further, the overload can cause circuit 
damage even if the electrolytic is not destroyed. Excessive currents can be 
caused by the low voltage electrolytic failing, giving rise to more serious 
damage to the circuit it is connected to.

The Overload Indicator is used 
to warn you if the voltage pre­
sent, at the point to which you 
have the leads connected, exceeds 
the voltage rating of the capac­
itor. The red light tells you to 
“Stop, recheck your connections 
before you push the Surge Pro­
tector switch.” This safety fea­
ture greatly reduces the possibi­
lity of damage to the low voltage 
electrolytics and to the circuit 
by giving you a red alert signal. 
The Overload Indicator is con­
nected directly across the test 
leads for each of the three low 
voltage electrolytic positions of

switch. The circuit is set to fire the neon lamp anytime the voltage present 
across the leads exceeds the 75 volt rating of the capacitor. (We might note 
that we have included an additional safety factor by using 100 volt electro­
lytics in The Substitutor). Safety First is an important consideration when 
working with electronics and Sencore builds in the safety features needed to 
keep you and your equipment safe.

Finally, as a safety measure for 
for both you and the equipment 
you are working with, the elec­
trolytic is automatically discharg­
ed when the Surge Protector is 
returned to its normal position. 
Return to the normal position is 
aided by a spring returned switch 
assuring full discharge of the elec­
trolytic.

You can probably think of hundreds of different applications for carbon 
resistors, capacitors and electrolytics which are common in every type of 
circuit. The power resistors are used less, but are still an important part of 
the substitutor. Think along with us for a moment and let’s see where we 
might be able to use these parts.

The first thing that comes to mind is the fusible resistors and filament dropping 
resistors in sets. These things have a habit of failing, often for no good reason. 
If resistance checks show no shorts, and none of the tubes are shorted, just 
connect one of the power resistors from the RC167 and power up. This gives 
you a quick check on performance before installing that new part. If a trou­

ble still exists, you need not worry about damaging the substitute resistor. 
The resistors are rated at 20 watts continuous, and will withstand overloads 
up to 40 watts for a short period of time. This high rating can really come in 
handy if you have overlooked something.

Another area where a substitute power resistor can often come in handy is 
when working on a series receiver. Often it is easiest to get to if the chassis is 
removed from the cabinet. This leaves the filament string open because the 
picture tube is still in the cabinet. No problem if you have the RC167, just 
dial the correct value resistor, connect the leads and the set is going. If you
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Power resistors replace filaments in series receivers.

are concerned about the value you need, a fast way of determining this is to 
multiply the filament voltage of the tube by two and use the value of resistor 
that is the closest.

How about amplifiers? They are always howling and squawking while you 
are trying to troubleshoot them. Get rid of that obnoxious and unnecessary 
noise with the RC167. Simply connect the power resistor equal to the impe­
dance of the speaker to the output and the noise is gone. You can be more 
relaxed, work faster, and not worry about the amplifier “heading south” 
because there is no load.

There are many, many other ways you can put the power resistor section of 
the RC167 to work to make your job easier. Just like all the other compo­
nents of the RC167, they are sure handy to have around.

Sencore Receives Patent On CRT Tester Main Feature
Sencore’s CR161 Auto Tracker has had the words “patent applied for” on it 
since inception. The patent has come through and been issued by the U.S. 
Patent Office; number 3,688,184. Mr. Bowden, company president said, 
“This is the kind of basic patent that Sencore is seeking, to be sure that Sen- 
core is the only company that has an automatic gun tracking test. Not only 
that, but this enables Sencore to own the patent rights to the basic circuitry 
that permits the service technician to check black and white, tri-color tubes 
and the single gun trinitron with the same basic test.”

This is a real first as color tracking is now being emphasized over every other 
CRT test. It is the test that serves as a criteria to determine whether an ex­
pensive color CRT is accepted or rejected by the color TV tube manufacturers. 
That is important, as no one wants to get a hundred fifty dollar color CRT 
back that they thought was bad, when it wasn’t.

Mr. Bowden further explained the color gun tracking to us. He said that 
tracking is really the ability for a color CRT to stay white from the bottom of

the brightness control to the top. The cathode currents must stay within 
a 1.5 ratio of each other, after setting up the G2 controls in the TV set (or in 
the Sencore CRT testers). This can be tested by setting the G2 controls and 
then checking current while logging it on a paper to be sure that this 1.5 to 1 
ratio stays. This is very time consuming, does not make you look very pro­
fessional to the customer, and often results in error from a simple math mistake.

Other forms of comparison methods, as used by competition and older Sen- 
core CRT testers, are to readjust the meters so they compensate and then 
compare on the meter. Once again, there is a chance of error and it is time 
consuming. The patented circuit shown here is rather unique to say the least.

It is a computer type memory bank that reads out the ratio between charged 
capacitors through a diode comparison circuit and automatically reads on the 
meter if the difference is great enough to overcome the 1.5 threshold. The­
meter will simply read good or bad. The user just pushes the button.

This exclusive feature compares a tri-color tube and a trinitron in the same 
manner. Therefore, it makes these tubes look alike, as they test like three 
guns each. The black and white tube is simply tested as a single red tube. 
This means that one simple procedure works for all tubes. Competitive CRT 
testers and Sencore’s older testers use different procedures for different tubes. 
The new patented feature means that only Sencore will have the simplest 
and most accurate test method on the market. Sencore’s Big Mack CRT Tes­
ter that is being announced next month will have these patented circuits too.
